The puppies will be KUSA registered, inoculated, dewormed and raised on Hill's science plan large breed puppy food.  Both parents are health screened for hip and elbow dysplasia and is eye tested. Blaze also has a Heart Clearance Certification.  Every individual puppy will be identified with a microchip and will get checked by a veterinary surgeon to ensure that he or she is 100% healthy at the time before they leave for their new homes. The puppies will be ready for their new homes when they are 8 - 9 weeks old. We can send puppies to any airport in SA from Johannesburg, although we prefer if you could collect your puppy personally.

	1.11 Allocate puppies according to best-fit, temperament assessments, overall availability, taking into consideration personal preferences.

Buyer/s agree to:

1.12 Provide a safe and proper area with ample room for said dog/bitch throughout its life, with protection from the elements at all times and agree that the puppy will live and sleep indoors for the remainder of his / her life.

1.13 Provide said dog/bitch with proper time for owner-puppy bonding and correct training throughout its life.

1.14 Protect said puppy from any type of encounter that may jeopardise its welfare throughout its life.

1.15 Enter dog/bitch in approved Puppy Socialization Classes from 8 weeks of age and continue basic obedience training that follows Positive Reinforcement training methods.
1.16 Have a Veterinarian of Buyer/s choice conduct a physical examination no later than forty-eight (48) hours of said puppy’s arrival. Such examination findings by a Veterinarian will be furnished in writing to Seller by certified mail within one week from said dog/bitch’s arrival. All expenses of such examination shall be at the Buyer/s expense. If this purebred dog does not have your Veterinarian's approval, please return to Seller premises within ten (10) days for a full refund of the purchase price of said puppy (excluding flight and crate charge, which is to be borne by the Buyer).

1.17 Ensure proper vaccination and deworming programme as per recognised SA Veterinary Association procedures for said dog/bitch’s lifetime. 

1.18 Buyer/s also agrees to have said puppy taken to a licensed Veterinarian at any time a situation arises during its lifetime that is not normal for said Golden Retriever, or in case of any illness or injury. Should problem not be caused by anything in the home, exercise, food, etc. a full report to be made available for the breeder to evaluate, before any decisions for further medical care / operations be consented to.
1.19 Notifying Seller and giving right of first refusal to the Seller in the event of unforeseen circumstances arising that would prevent Buyer/s from continuing to keep said dog/bitch.
1.20 Advise the breeder of any change of address or contact details.
1.21 Advise the breeder of ANY health problems no matter what the cause or incidence at any stage of the dog/bitch life.
1.22 TO SPAY bitch / NEUTER male unless otherwise arranged with Seller / Breeder. 
1.23 Should other arrangements be made with regards to point 1.19 with the breeder, the following will apply: 

1.23.1 Bitch having her first natural season (around 9 to 12 months of age) – owner undertakes to ensure her safety from other male dogs for the entire period of her cycle and preferably place her in a suitable kennel.
1.23.2 Male to be mature (after 12 months of age, preferably later).

1.23.3 NOT have said dog neutered unless otherwise arranged with Seller OR Allow Seller stud rights (at standard stud fee charges) to said male puppy Golden Retriever if the situation should arise that Seller needs this bloodline to continue the breeding program of Mochavulin Golden Retrievers.

1.24 Not use said dog/bitch in any breeding matters unless express written permission is granted by Seller and all breeding conditions are adhered to and relevant Breeding Restrictions lifted by the breeder.
1.25 To adhere to the current Breeding Restrictions of the dog/bitch for its entire lifetime.
1.26 To feed a high quality diet (Hills Large Breed Adult) for at least the first 18 months of the dog/bitch’s life and thereafter decision on another high quality (Eukanuba, Hills or Royal Canin) for the remainder of the dogs’ life can be made.
1.27 Not to overly exercise the dog/bitch – allow playing on tiles, running or jogging on lead for long distances, running up and down stairs, jumping on or off high objects, participate in any jumping of agility sports for the first 12 months of life and only to commence with such activities once the dog/bitch has had x-rays of both hips and elbows done (after 12 months of age) and scoring found acceptable.
1.28 To keep all swimming pools well fenced and secure to avoid any accidental drowning.
1.29 To adhere to prescribed “house training” rules and guidelines at all times.
1.30 Not to leave the dog/bitch alone at home for any period over 4 hours or longer at any stage.
1.31 Not to abuse or neglect dog/bitch in any manner at any stage for the remainder of dog/bitch life.
1.32 To advise the Breeder of any intention to purchase another puppy (whether a Golden Retriever of other breed) within the same timeframe, up to 6 months from the birth of the dog/bitch.
1.33 To provide all medical and supportive medical treatment that might be required throughout the lift of the dog, no matter what the medical condition of the dog/bitch might be, or the cause of such condition.

1.34 Should an accidental litter happen for whatever reason, to advise the breeder of the fact immediately so that the necessary action can be taken.

1.35 Not to breed with the bitch or dog for any reason whatsoever without the express, written confirmation of the breeder, even if the intension is NOT to register the puppies. Should the owner decide to breed with the dog without permission from the breeder, then breeder reserves the right to remove the dog immediately, with no refund of any monies paid to date or expenses incurred and the ownership of the dog will be relinquished back to the breeder without any further actions being taken.

Should any of the above not be adhered to by the owner, the breeder reserves the right to reclaim ownership of the dog/bitch with immediate effect, all transport costs where necessary to be borne by the current owner of the dog/bitch and all relevant documentation and pedigree transfers to be signed by the current owner to transfer the dog/bitch back into the name of the Breeder.

BREEDING RESTRICTIONS EXPLAINED

Your puppy has been registered with a breeding restriction, which states “Progeny not eligible for registration”. What this means is that if you wish to breed with your dog the restriction remains in place until certain conditions are met. These conditions are in no way intended to discourage breeding with quality animals, but are there to ensure that our bloodlines retain their integrity and high standards.

The current conditions for breeding are:

· A female can only be bred after the age of 20 months (preferably 24 months).
· A dog can only be used at stud after the age of 18 months.
· The female and the stud dog are to be given a clean bill of health by a veterinary surgeon and official certified certificates of results from Onderstepoort to be presented.
· DNA tests for PRA to be performed (Inqaba Biotec) and certificates to be provided.
· Hip and elbow Dysplasia test results must be no worse than 1:1 (if the score is 1:1 the stud / female must have a 0:0 score).
· The female must have a current eye clearance certificate (certificates are valid for 12 months only).

· Full dentition must be present (absence of P1’s may be tolerated depending on overall quality). If P1’s are missing then stud dog must have full dentition.
· The female must not suffer from any obvious hereditary diseases / defects.
· Both dogs to be Breed Champions.
· Stud choice to be approved by breeder of bitch.
· Bitch to be approved by breeder of dog and vice versa.
· Additional conditions will apply, depending on the situation, location and intension of the puppy owner.
· A Kennel Name to be registered with the Kennel Union of South Africa and all puppies to be registered with KUSA.

· A letter lifting the breeding restrictions from the Breeder in writing to be obtained after all the necessary conditions has been fulfilled as stipulated above.

The Breeder will STILL use his/her own discretion on whether the breeding restrictions will be lifted, even IF all the conditions above are met, for whatever reason.  The Breeders’ full rights remain reserved.

Breeding is a serious commitment and is not for the fainthearted - should you wish to dedicate your time and efforts to breeding the Golden Retriever in an ethical and humane manner you will have our full support and guidance.
